COMMUNITY MEETING RECAP NOTES
Meeting Notes: Wednesday, Nov. 16, 2022

WHAT HAPPENED

Quebec Terrace neighbors met with State Delegate Lorig
Charkodian to start an exploration of adding overnight (7 pm
- 7 am) street parking to Piney Branch between University
Blvd. and New Hampshire Ave. This meeting was organized
and hosted by Action in Montgomery and CHEER. In
attendance, we also had representation from the office of
Council President Evan Glass via Legislative Aid David
Lorenzo-Botello, who has been in support of Quebec Terrace
issues for the last two years. The walk took place from 6:30
pm to 7:30 pm when the community was dark and had
vehicles parked on the sidewalk along with a number of spots
being blocked off with traffic cones and furniture.

The issues presented dealt with Quebec Terrace parking
limitations: 269 parking spots for 265 apartment units. As
of November 14, the Department of Transportation, and
Captain of Police McBain have met with us to navigate
enforcement and parking permits, however, both
departments are in the process of finalizing solutions. In the
meantime, we hope to promote other solutions -- including
building parking access to the Quebec Terrace community.

There were four stops during the walk. The first stop was to
show where we would like to have the start parking on Piney
Branch. The residents pointed out that they would need more
lights, lower speed limits, traffic and safety cameras, and
more signs to help people adjust to the change. The
community also pointed out all the areas in which parking-
related crime had occurred: theft, tire slashing, car
scratching, threats, and blocking of roads or bus routes.

The community then asked Delegate Lorig Charkodian if she
thought this was a viable option.

COMMUNITY ASKS

State Delegate Lorig Charkodian joined us to explore adding
parking access to Piney Branch and helps guide our next
steps to making this a reality.

COMMITMENTS MADE

o Investigating with Parks to see if State would be able to provide
support and funding (she gave the example of half a million
dollars)to build more parking lots in the grass patch areas or at least
investigate how we can re-arrange to create more parking.

o Escalating our idea of building more parking on Piney Branch. Given
that this may not have been done before with a street that is
considered a highway, it may be extremely complicated.

CAMINATA CON DELAGADA LORIG CHARKODIAN

QUE SUCEDIO

Los vecinos de Quebec Terrace se reunieron con el delegado
estatal Lorig Charkodian para comenzar una exploracién de
agregar estacionamiento en la calle durante la noche (7 pm
-7 am) a Piney Branch entre University Blvd. y New Hampshire
Ave. Esta reunidn fue organizada y patrocinada por Action in
Montgomery y CHEER. También asistieron representantes de
la oficina del presidente del consejo, Evan Glass, a través del
asistente legislativo David Lorenzo-Botello, quien ha apoyado
los asuntos de Quebec Terrace durante los dltimos dos afios.
La caminata se llevé a cabo de 6:30 pm a 7:30 pm cuando la
comunidad estaba a oscuras y habia vehiculos estacionados
en la acera junto con varios lugares bloqueados con conos
de trafico y muebles.

Los problemas presentados se relacionaron con las
limitaciones de estacionamiento de Quebec Terrace: 269
lugares de estacionamiento para 265 unidades de
apartamentos. A partir del 14 de noviembre, el Departamento
de Transporte y el Capitdn de Policia McBain se han reunido
con nosotros para navegar por la aplicacién y los permisos
de estacionamiento, sin embargo, ambos departamentos
estén en el proceso de finalizar las soluciones. Mientras
tanto, esperamos promover ofras soluciones, incluida la
construccién de acceso de estacionamiento a la comunidad
de Quebec Terrace.

Hubo cuatro paradas durante la caminata. La primera
parada fue para mostrar dénde nos gustaria comenzar a
estacionar en Piney Branch. Los residentes sefialaron que
necesitarian mds luces, limites de velocidad mads bajos,
camaras de frénsito y de seguridad, y mds sefiales para
ayudar a las personas a adaptarse al cambio. La comunidad
también sefiald todas las édreas en las que se habian
producido delitos relacionados con el estacionamiento: robo,
pinchazo de llantas, rayado de autos, amenazas y bloqueo
de carreteras o rutas de autobuses.

Luego, la comunidad le pregunté a la delegada Lorig
Charkodian si pensaba que esta era una opcidn viable.

o al menos investigar cémo podemos reorganizar para crear mds
estacionamiento .

Ampliando nuestra idea de construir mas estacionamiento en Piney
Branch. Dado que es posible que esto no se haya hecho antes con
una calle que se considera una autopista, puede ser
extremadamente complicado.
